Note 1: SIGNIFICANT ACCOTINTING POLICIES

Accounting Convention

The company has prepared these financial statements to comply in all material respects withthe accounting standards notified under the Companies (Acciunting standards) Rules, 2006,(as amended) and' the relevant provisions of the companies Act, 1g56. The financialstatements have been prepared on an accrual basis and under the historical cost convention.The acc-ounting policies adopted in the preparation of financial statements are consistent withthose of previous year, .xcept for the ctrange in accounting p;ti.y explained below.

1. Basis for preparation of Financial Statements

The financial statements are prepared on historical cost basis to comply in all material
aspects with applicable Accounting Principles India and comply with the accounting
standards issued by the Institute of chartered Accountants of India (,ICAI,) andprovisions of the Companies Act,l956to the extent applicable.

Use of estimates

The preparation of financial statements in conformity with the Generally Accepted
